TRANSPORTATION CLUB GOLF LEAGUE

RULES AND REGULATIONS

Entry fee and eligibility- Fees: You must be a current paid member of the Transportation Club of Louisville and a member of the Transportation Club of Louisville Golf League.



Dues for each are as follows:


Transportation Club:


$35.00(FREE if retired)



Golf League:



$35.00

These dues are payable before you play your first match and can be paid to Steve Binggeli(Secretary/Treasurer- Transportation Club Of Louisville). Steve Binggeli will keep all records for payments to  the Transportation Club of Louisville and the Golf League. If you are new, go to our web site, download TCof L application and golf league application and mail with your check to: Transportation Club of Louisville, P.O. Box 36124, Louisville, KY 40232.
All Matches will be Played at Valley View Golf Club, Floyd Knobs, In. Each match will consist of 9 holes. All league matches must be played on regularly scheduled league night. In the event any league match is interrupted for any reason, such as sudden weather, the league president  will give the official ruling to apply. If he is not present the decision will be made by the Vice-President or the secretary. In case of inclement playing conditions before tee-off time of 3:51, call the Pro at Valley View after 3:00 P.M. on Thursday and find out if the Course is playable. Failure to appear for your match due to threatening bad weather which ultimately has no bearing on that night’s league play can only result in forfeiture of your match. 

HANDICAPS- Members will use the final handicaps of the previous year. New members’ handicaps will be determined prior to start of the league play by furnishing the golf league with a U.S.G.A. handicap from your club. If you Don’t have a U.S.G.A. handicap, turn in three nine hole cards from this year. YOU MUST HAVE AN ESTABLISHED HANDICAP BEFORE PLAYING IN YOUR MATCH. IF YOU PLAY WITH NO ESTABLISHED HANDICAP, YOU WILL PLAY YOUR MATCH AND YOUR HANDICAP WILL BE BASED ON WHAT YOU SHOOT THAT NIGHT. NO exceptions to this rule. Handicaps will be adjusted after each round of play. Actual scores of every previous round will be accumulated and averaged to nearest nine hole score. Note: All handicaps will be monitored by the handicap committee and adjusted accordingly if deemed by the committee. This committee will consist of the current board of directors. Your handicap will now reflect this change: After 5 rounds your highest score will be dropped. After 10 rounds, your highest 2 scores will be dropped. Ladies will play from the ladies tees and their handicaps will be determined from that set of tee’s.
SCORING- Subtract the lower handicap from the higher handicap and give the higher handicap player a stroke for each stroke difference in handicaps. If the difference is 3, the high handicap player gets 3 strokes, one stroke on each of the most difficult holes according to the scorecard(i.e. , one stroke on lowest numbered, one stroke on second lowest numbered, etc. Holes on handicap lines). Total of two points per hole available(18 total for 9 holes) match play and 6 points for winning the match. If the match is tied, each player will split the six points, each getting 3. SEE ATTACHED SAMPLE

EVERY  match must be head to head. No matching score cards. 

POSITIONS AND ACCUMULATED POINTS STANDING OF EACH TEAM WILL BE KNOWN TO LEAGUE MEMBERSHIP AS QUICKLY AS POSSIBLE AFTER COMPLETION OF PLAY EACH WEEK. This information will be posted on our web site weekly( www.tcofl.com )
TEE-OFF TIMES - The league’s official tee-off times are from 3:51-5:57 PM, however, due to the crowded conditions at approx. 5:00 PM, you may call and get a tee time Prior To 3:51 If Your Opponent Agrees.

WE ARE ON TEE TIMES NOW AT VALLEY VIEW. YOU MUST CALL AND GET A TEE TIME FROM 3:51-5:57 PM. CHECK WITH YOUR TEAM CAPTAIN, HE IS THE ONE RESPONSIBLE FOR MAKING TEE TIMES FOR YOUR TEAM. HE CAN MAKE A TEE TIME AS EARLY AS MONDAY (9:00 A.M.)ON THE WEEK YOU ARE PLAYING. LET’S MAKE SURE WE ARE THOUGHTFUL OF OUR PLAYERS AND OPPONENTS. CAPTAINS SHOULD GET WITH EACH OTHER BEFORE CALLING IN TO AGREE ON TEE TIMES. 
SPECIAL NOTICE: ALL TEE TIMES MUST BE CALLED IN BY ONE OF THE TEAM CAPTAINS THAT ARE PLAYING EACH OTHER. EACH CAPTAIN WILL CONTACT RICK RHODEA @ 502-468-9492 STARTING AT 9:00 A.M. MONDAY MORNING OF THE SCHEDULED WEEK. YOU CAN NOT CALL VALLEY VIEW FOR TEE TIMES UNLESS YOU ARE GOING TO PLAY EARLIER THAN OUR SCHEDULED TIMES. THEIR NUMBER IS 923-9280. THERE IS NO GUARANTEE YOU WILL BE ABLE TO GET A TEE TIME FROM THEM.
ON THE FIRST FULL WEEK OF EVERY MONTH, WE WILL BE PLAYING THE BACK SIDE OF THE COURSE(HOLES 10-18)

ALL TEE TIMES MUST BE RECORDED WITH PLAYERS NAMES BY WEDNESDAY 9:00 P.M.

FORFEITS- If you miss your tee time, you can catch your opponent on the hole he/she is currently playing and play out the finishing holes. You must forfeit all previous holes missed to this point. If your opponent does not show up, you must get the starter or another non-team member to sign a score card declaring a forfeit. Make sure you put both names on the card, making sure you show who has forfeited. If you do not play your round, you automatically get 15 points. However if you decide to play, you can get an additional point for each stroke you better your handicap. Make sure you turn in all cards in the box in the lounge. Failure to turn in cards could mean you forfeit all points accumulated for the match.
POSITION ON TEAM- Each team in the league will consist of four players, playing each week, against 4 players from opponent’s team. Your position on the team is determined by our league handicaps. The person with the lowest handicap on your team is to be considered your A player, etc. When you have to sub for a person already scheduled to play try and match accordingly. Two players from your team will go out against 2 players from the opponents team.
PLAYING RULES- The following rules of play will govern and must be observed by all players of the league.


A) A player may improve his/her lie with a club head maximum of 6 inches no closer to the hole. Sand traps and water hazards must be played as they lie!!!


B) All putts must be holed out, including temporary greens. “NO GIMMIES” Allowed regardless of condition of greens or distance ball lies from hole. It is up to your opponent to concede your putt. Only then can you pick it up.


C)Lost or out of bounds- Any ball hit out of bounds must be played from the point where the ball was struck and one stroke penalty stroke assessed.(the penalty for all out of bounds is one stroke and distance). If you are unsure your ball is out of bounds, hit a provisional ball to help speed up play. If your opponent agrees that your ball is lost, but in play, you may drop a ball where you and your opponent agree with no penalty. There will be no penalty for a lost ball on the course(not out of bounds).

D) Unplayable lies- Drop a ball under a penalty of one stroke, either within two club lengths of the point where the ball lays, but no nearer the hole, or behind the point where the ball lays keeping that point between you and the hole, with no limit to how far behind the point the ball may be dropped. If a ball is unplayable in a bunker, it must be dropped in the bunker.


E)maximum for hunting a lost ball is 3 minutes. If a ball is not found in 3 minutes, it must be considered lost or out of bounds and you must revert to that rule above.


F) Handicaps will be done weekly. Your new handicap will be posted on the web( www.tcofl.com) weekly as will the standings. This info will be in the Golf League section of the home page.

G) There will be a maximum of 18 handicap for men and 20 handicap for women.


H) If your ball hit’s the power lines on hole 1 or 9, you must hit another ball. There is no penalty for hitting the second ball, but it is the ball you must play. No exceptions to this rule.


SCORECARDS- To be filled out per sample. Only two names per scorecard. make sure you list both first and last name of each player, along with the team names. Also, if you are subbing for another team, list the team name you are subbing for.

ANY PROTESTS OR DISPUTES WILL BE SETTLED BY VOTE OF THE RULES COMMITTEE
SUBSTITUTIONS: IF YOU NEED A SUB FROM ANOTHER TEAM, YOU CAN USE A PLAYER FROM EITHER DIVISION. CONTACT THE TEAM CAPTAIN FOR PEOPLE THAT MAY BE ABLE TO SUB EACH WEEK. MAKE SURE YOU MARK ON YOUR SCORECARD WHICH TEAM YOU ARE SUBBING FOR. IF YOU ARE AN EXTRA PLAYER AND AVAILABLE TO SUB YOU CAN E-MAIL TCOFL@YAHOO.COM  AND LET US KNOW YOU ARE AVAILABLE. YOU WANT TO LIST YOUR PHONE NUMBER AS WELL. RICK RHODEA WILL BE MONITORING THIS E-MAIL ADDRESS TO SEE IF SUBS ARE AVAILABLE.
GUEST POLICY:

EACH TEAM IS HIGHLY ENCOURAGED TO BRING A GUEST ONE WEEK TO PLAY IN THE LEAGUE FOR YOUR TEAM IN AN EFFORT TO GET MORE PEOPLE TO JOIN… GUEST SPOTS ARE OPEN THE FIRST THREE WEEKS AFTER DERBY WEEK(NOT THE FIRST WEEK OF APRIL 22) AND EACH TEAM CAN HAVE ONLY ONE PER WEEK DURING THIS PERIOD. WHEN THE SECOND HALF OPENS UP, GUEST SPOTS ARE ONCE AGAIN OPEN FOR THE FIRST THREE WEEKS…

FOR A GUEST, THEIR HANDICAP WILL BE WHAT THEY SHOOT AGAINST PAR MINUS ONE STROKE. GUEST WILL ONLY HAVE TO PAY GREENS FEES AND CART FEES FOR THAT NIGHT.

ONLY ONE GUEST PER TEAM PER WEEK(REMEMBER YOU CAN ONLY DO THIS THE FIRST 3 WEEKS AFTER DERBY WEEK FOR THE FIRST HALF AND ONLY THE FIRST 3 WEEKS OF THE SECOND HALF.

A PERSON CAN ONLY PLAY ONE TIME AS A GUEST FOR THE ENTIRE YEAR!!!

IN THE EVENT THERE IS A TIE ON POSITION NIGHT FOR THE CHAMPIONSHIP, THERE WILL BE A 9 HOLE PLAYOFF BETWEEN THE TWO TEAMS WITHIN ONE WEEK.

VALLEY VIEW RAIN OUT POLICY
IN THE EVENT WE ARE RAINED OUT ON LEAGUE PLAY, RAIN CHECKS WILL BE ISSUED AS FOLLOWS: IF YOU HAVE PLAYED LESS THAN 5 HOLES, YOU WILL BE ISSUED A RAIN CHECK AT THE PRO SHOP. If YOU HAVE PLAYED MORE THAN 5 HOLES, NO RAIN CHECK WILL BE ISSUED. THIS MAY BE ALTERED ONLY BY THE PRO OR HIS STAFF.

NOTE: RON HAD TO GIVE 4 STROKES 1 EA. ON HOLES 1,3,4,& 9 SINCE WAYNE WAS AN 11 HANDICAP AND RON WAS A 7. WAYNE WON THE 6 POINTS FOR THE MATCH, SINCE HE BEAT RON BY 1 STROKE ACTUAL. IF WAYNE WOULD HAVE SHOT 47 FOR THE ROUND, EACH PLAYER WOULD HAVE RECEIVED 3 POINTS EACH SINCE THEY TIED ON THE MATCH LOOKING AT THEIR HANDICAPS.

ANY QUESTIONS CONCERNING SCORING, ASK SOMEONE IN THE LEAGUE WHO HAS DONE THIS BEFORE OR YOU CAN SEE BARRY CRAVENS, WAYNE HUTCHINSON, RICK RHODEA, CRAIG TITUS, OR STEVE BINGGELI AT THE END OF LEAGUE PLAY. THEY ARE NORMALLY THERE EVERY WEEK .
ALSO EACH PLAYER SHOULD SIGN THE SCORECARD WHEN YOUR ROUND IS COMPLETED. ANY DISCREPANCIES SHOULD BE DISCUSSED BEFORE SIGNING AND TURNING IN YOUR CARD.
FAILURE TO TURN IN YOUR  COMPLETE AND CORRECT SCORECARD COULD RESULT IN A FORFEIT BY BOTH PLAYERS.
